RE: Funding Agreement — Reimbursable Services Agreement: California Highway Patrol (CHP)

In April 2007, the BATA Oversight Committee authorized the Executive Director to enter into a
contract with the California Highway Patrol (CHP) Area Offices in a total amount not to exceed
$350,000 to provide traffic control services for BATA’s toll plaza construction and maintenance
projects including lane closures, traffic breaks, construction zone speed enforcement, and queue
control. The contract between BATA and the CHP to provide these services expired in July 2008.

Based on discussions with CHP, staff recommends a new agreement in an amount not to exceed
$350,000 to reimburse the CHP for traffic control services on as-needed basis for a term of two
years. Funding for these services is included in the Toll Bridge Rehabilitation Plan budget.

Recommendation

Staff recommends that the Committee authorize the Executive Director or his designated
representative to negotiate and enter into a funding agreement with CHP in an amount not to
exceed $350,000, to provide traffic control services through June 30, 2010.
