RE: Regional Signal Timing Program — 2009 Cycle Projects

Background

MTC initiated the RSTP in 2004 to provide traffic engineering assistance and expertise to local
jurisdictions in retiming their traffic signals, including implementing transit signal priority.
Technical assistance is provided by consultants retained by MTC. Under the RSTP, MTC
provides consultant assistance for projects that are nominated by local agencies.

1. 2009 Cycle Projects

The Call for Projects for the 2009 Cycle was released on September 22, 2008. MTC received 13
applications for a total of 986 traffic signals, with a total budget of $2,358,800. The 2009 Cycle
will utilize all remaining funds from T-2030, which total $1,456,000. Staff worked with several
project applicants to reduce the scope and cost of projects in order to meet the funding constraint.

Staff recommends that the Committee approve the projects listed in Attachment 1 as the 2009
Cycle of RSTP.

1. Funding Agreement Amendment —San Francisco Municipal Transportation Agency

As part of the 2006 Cycle, MTC provided $90,000 to San Francisco MTA to retime and provide
transit or light rail priority for 60 signalized intersections along Market Street, King Street, and
The Embarcadero. MTA has requested an additional $45,580 to complete this project, which
requires additional work to develop and implement transit priority timing plans.

Staff recommends that the Committee authorize the Executive Director or his designee to
negotiate and enter into Amendment No. 1 to the Funding Agreement with SF MTA.
