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RE: Funding Agreement - Freeway Service Patrol Field Services: California Highway Patrol

Background

Since 1993, MTC SAFE has funded the supervisory services provided by the California Highway
Patrol (CHP) for the Freeway Service Patrol (FSP) program and for the purchase of essential
materials and equipment for the CHP data and dispatch center. This funding primarily covers
overtime hours provided by the CHP field supervisors and dispatchers to oversee the FSP tow
patrols during weekends and unplanned events when FSP services are required. Due to the
lengthy contract approval process at CHP, this process needs to be initiated with the CHP by
mid-March to have a funding agreement in place by July 1, 2009.

Staff estimates that $185,000 in SAFE funds will be required to cover the costs for CHP’s officer
and dispatch services in FY 2009-10. The funding for these services will be recommended for
approval in the FY 2009-10 SAFE Budget in June of this year.

Recommendation
Staff recommends that this Committee authorize the Executive Director or his designee to
negotiate and enter into a funding agreement with the CHP for field supervision of the Bay Area

Freeway Service Patrol Program in an amount not to exceed $185,000, subject to adoption of the
FY 2009-10 SAFE budget.
