Administration Committee — Bates

The Commission unanimously approved the following:

Resolution No. 3906 — FY 2009-10 Overall Work Program (OWP), Planning Certification,
and Authorization for Execution of Agreement for Federal Planning Grants.*

Programming and Allocations Committee — Kinsey

The Commission unanimously approved the following:

Resolution Nos. 3885, Revised and 3896, Revised — Federal American Recovery and
Reinvestment Act (ARRA). This item proposes minor changes to the project listings of the
American Recovery and Reinvestment Act funds, adds an ARRA Transportation
Enhancement (TE) project for $2.1 million, proposes to direct $15.3 million to Tier 2 transit,
and authorizes certain actions once the funds are approved and included in the federal
Transportation Improvement Program (TIP).

Operations Committee — Chu

The Commission unanimously approved the following:

TransLink® Contract — (i) Assignment Agreement and Related Transactions - MTC,
Motorola, Inc.; Vix ERG Ltd.; and Cubic Transportation Systems, including Settlement of
MTC v. Motorola, Case No. C 07-15576, 9" Circuit. (ii) Contract Revisions: Change Order
No. 118: Cubic ($34.7 million). Approval of item (i) would result in the assignment of the
TransLink”™ Contract by Motorola to Cubic and the settlement of the MTC v. Motorola
lawsuit when all of the specified closing conditions are met. Approval of item (ii) would
delegate authority to the Executive Director to negotiate and enter into a new Conformed
Contract, in Change Order No. 118, between MTC and Cubic, in an amount not to exceed
$34.7 million, which would take effect concurrently with the Assignment Agreement.

Legislation Committee — Rubin
