Contracts — On-Call Construction Management and Design Services

Upon the motion of Commissioner Kinsey and the second of Commissioner Cortese, the
Committee unanimously approved a pool of firms to provide on-call construction
management and design services consisting of AECOM, CH2M Hill, Ghirardelli, Harris
& Associates, Hill International, Parsons Brinkerhoff, BKF Engineers, HDR
Engineering, Inc., Moffatt and Nichol, T.Y. Lin International, URS Corporation,
HNTB, Jacobs Engineering Group, and Kimley Horn & Associates. Total contracts are
for an amount not to exceed $7 million.

Quarterly Update on Impact of Toll Increase on State-owned Bridges

Linda Lee, BATA Staff, and Dr. Karen Frick, UC Berkeley, presented to the
Committee for their information an update on the traffic and revenue impacts of the
toll increase on state-owned bridges implemented in July 2010. In summary, for July
through October 2010, the number of vehicles in the carpool lanes on all of the
bridges is lower than the period prior to the toll increase and the number of vehicles
in the full fare lanes is higher than the same time period a year ago, and following
implementation of congestion pricing on San Francisco-Oakland Bay bridge, traffic
volumes have continued to increase on the edges of the morning peak period and
continued to decrease during the peak hours. Dr. Frick provided added findings
based on surveys and focus groups of bridge commuters. UC Berkley staff will be
continuing to review traffic and economic data and motorist information over the
next several months and provide a full report on the impacts of the toll increase in
Summer 2011.
