U.S. Populated Place Areas represents populated place areas that include 
census designated places, consolidated cities, and incorporated places 
within United States identified by the U.S. Bureau of the Census.

U.S. Census Populated Places:

A UA consists of contiguous, densely settled census block 
groups (BGs) and census blocks that meet minimum population 
density requirements (1000ppsm /500ppsm), along with adjacent 
densely settled census blocks that together encompass a population 
of at least 50,000 people.
