In November 2003, MTC SAFE staff issued a Request for Proposal (RFP) for a consultant to provide technical assistance and support for the Freeway Service Patrol (FSP) telecommunications network.  The selected consultant will work with MTC SAFE staff to review, evaluate, and recommend system improvements.





Siemens Energy & Automation, Inc (Siemens) was the only firm to submit a proposal in response to the RFP.  Siemens is MTC SAFE’s current contractor for providing telecommunications support to the FSP program. Based on staff’s assessment, Siemens proposal was well prepared, includes the major tasks required for the project and provides the services at a reasonable cost. Therefore, staff recommends that Siemens be awarded the contract to provide telecommunications support for the FSP program for the period between January 1, 2004 and June 30, 2005 in an amount not to exceed $75,000. 





Recommendation
