Introductions
The RPAC meeting was called to order at 9:35 a.m. by committee Chairperson
Jason Patton.

Summary of February Meeting

Sean Co indicated that the Routine Accommodations has been finalized. Mr. Co
thanked the committee for all of their time and effort in creating the document.

Regional Transportation Plan (RTP)



Ashley Nguyen gave the committee an overview of the RTP process. Ms.
Nguyen indicated that MTC is taking a different approach to develop this RTP by
spending the 1% year discussing the transportation vision for the Bay Area and
discussing the financial constraints/policies in the o year. There was a long
discussion about RTP’s Performance-Based Targets and Scenario Assessment.
Jason Patton requested that Trip Length Reductions be considered in the
Performance Measurements. Michelle De Robertis commented that the
Performance Measures are auto oriented and suggested that other performance
measures such as increased bicycle/pedestrian usage be considered in addition to
Mr. Patton’s suggestion. Robert Raburn commented that safety should also be
included as a performance measure. Brad Beck asked if the 3 scenarios as
presented will be included in MTC’s EIR for the RTP. Ms. Nguyen responded by
saying it’s too early to tell. Ms. Nguyen further explained that there will be ample
opportunities throughout the RTP visioning process for comments.
